Micro Lesson

Introduction

A micro lesson is a short lesson, typically 10 – 15 minutes in length, which is meant to provide an overview of a specific topic. Micro lessons include an engaging introduction, information on the topic that is presented using a variety of tools and techniques (lectures, video clips, demos, etc.), a conclusion, and usually some form of assessment/evaluation of the specific topic for students to complete during or immediately following the lesson.

Task

You will create a micro lesson on a topic that has been discussed in class. Your lesson will be focused around one large complex question relating to your assigned topic. For example, if the topic you have chosen is plate tectonics, your question might be “How does our understanding of plate tectonics enhance our knowledge of how landforms are created?” and your lesson might include information on the location and formation of earthquakes and volcanoes. The final product will be a video of the micro lesson. Note: These videos will be used to introduce these topics to the OTHER

SES4U class.

The topics for this project are listed below. Topics are selected on a first come, first serve basis with your teacher. Once your teacher has approved your topic, please circle it.

Components

This project is worth 20% of your final mark. It will consist of several components, each with a separate due date.

Part A: Background Information Report (Due Date: _________________________)

This report will contain all of the necessary information to be included in your micro lesson. Time will be provided in class to conduct research. 
Your report should be 3 – 4 pages in length (not including bibliography), 1.5 spaced and typed in size 12 font. It should also include in text citations as well as a bibliography. Please refer to the attached rubric for evaluation expectations. 
Your large, complex focus questions should be included in the report. Some other information to include:

- What is the main idea?

- Why is this topic important?
