6. Explain why a person or group of people would choose to establish one type of business rather than another (e.g., start-up costs, availability of financing and skills, level of risk, complexity of production, resource requirements, advantages and limitations of home-based businesses); 

7. Identify the different business structures adopted by international business ventures (e.g., joint ventures, franchises, strategic alliances, multinational corporations). 

8. Explain the concepts of ethics and social responsibility as they apply to business (e.g., workplace safety, antidiscrimination issues, accessibility issues for people with disabilities, environmental responsibility, respect for labour laws, fair trade); 

9. Describe the impact of business on the local community; 

10. Assess ethical dilemmas in the workplace (e.g., forgery, theft, misuse of funds, discriminatory hiring practices, whistle- blowing); 

11. Explain controversial business issues from a local, national, and international perspectives.
